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National Digital Inclusion/Digital Literacy Efforts on the Horizon


A national digital literacy campaign launched March 21, 2013 – All community providers invited to participate:
EveryoneOn.org , http:// everyoneon.org; https://www.facebook.com/EveryoneOn;  www.twitter.com/everyone_on  –  A new, three-year, national digital literacy campaign of Connect2Compete.org  and the Ad Council. This public-facing site provides digital literacy learning tools for the public + a zip code locator for use in finding local training and Internet access. The site and campaign refer the public to community providers for Internet access and assistance in learning digital literacy skills. [Note: 3/21/13 was a “soft launch”. Watch for more information from the campaign as new staff settle in and the campaign ramps up. For background, check out this Overview of Connect2Compete and blog entry.]

Ways to utilize this campaign for local communities:
-Promote the site and its resources
-Add your organization’s information to the zip code locator, everyoneone.org/locator
-Leverage the campaign resources for local efforts (See Toolkit below.)
-Collaborate with community providers to host a local/regional/statewide EveryoneOn awareness event

EveryoneOn Toolkit for Practitioners (Ad Council), http://everyoneon.adcouncil.org – This site provides promotional material that community technology practitioners may find useful in promoting local efforts to assist the public. Find background, research, public service announcements, videos, tips for getting involved.

DigitalLearn.org – a new, national site that provides 1) online learning for the public, particularly digital literacy skills + 2) a curriculum repository and online community for practitioners. With the loss of CTCnet a few years ago, this tool will be of high value to those providing Internet access and digital literacy skills to underserved.
Note: Long-term commitment exists to fund and maintain this national site and repository. 
All organizations and practitioners are invited to contribute to and use this site. 
The Beta site launched 3/21/13, with full launch expected in late June.
