Financial impact is minimal. Similar trucks sold in the past have net an average of approximately
$5,000 as there is little demand for fire trucks of this age. The International Leadership Institute
and the City of Eldoret are working together to raise funds from the Kenya Government for
shipment and training so the City will have no additional financial obligations

Background/Supporting Information

The City of Minneapolis and the City of Eldoret have developed a strong relationship through
the donation of the previous truck. City of Minneapolis employees have visited Eldoret and
providing fire fighter training and training on the previously donated fire truck. Eldoret officials
visited Minneapolis in May and were excited about the possibility of another fire truck being
donated.
