Background/Supporting information

Plaintiff Wayne Darren Newton brought a civil action alleging that Defendant Minneapolis Police Department Officer
Richard Walker used excessive force by use of a conducted energy device on the morning of July 5, 2010. These
claims were expressly denied.

Assistant City Attorneys Burt Osborne, Tracey Fussy & Sarah McLaren entered into settlement discussions with
Plaintiff's counsel Michael McReynolds, and reached a proposed settiement of all claims in the amount of $10,000.00,
including ail claims for damages, attorney's fees and costs. This Office has had discussions with Deputy Chief Travis
Glampe, and he agrees that the proposed settlement is in the best interests of the City. We therefore recommend
approval by this Committee and the City Council.
