 Amending Title 13, Chapter 259 of the Minneapolis Code of Ordinances 
relating to Licenses and Business Regulations:  In General. 
 
 The City Council of the City of Minneapolis do ordain as follows: 
 

That Chapter 259 of the Minneapolis Code of Ordinances be amended by adding 
thereto a new Section 259.165 to read as follows: 

 
259.165.  Conditions and restrictions on licenses and permits.  When the 

city council makes a finding that good cause exists to impose reasonable conditions or 
restrictions upon a license or permit issued pursuant to Titles 10, 11, 12, 13 or 14, the 
council, upon issuing a new license or permit or renewing an existing license or permit, 
or upon and as part of any adverse action against an existing license or permit, may 
impose such conditions or restrictions pertaining to the manner and circumstances in 
which the business or activity shall be conducted to preserve the public peace and 
protect and promote good order, livability and security. These reasonable conditions or 
restrictions may pertain to: 
 

(1) A limitation on the hours of operation of the licensed business or 
establishment, or on particular types of activities conducted in or on said 
business or establishment; 

 
(2) A limitation or restriction as to the location within the licensed business or 

establishment where particular types of activities may be conducted; 
 

(3) A limitation and restriction as to the means of ingress to or egress from the 
licensed establishment or its parking lot or any immediately adjacent area; 

 
(4) A limitation as to the patron occupancy level of the entire premises or 

portions thereof; 
 

(5) Any other reasonable condition or restriction limiting the operation of the 
licensed premises so as to ensure that the licensed business, 
establishment or rental dwelling will comport with the character of the

district in which it is located or to prevent the occurrence, development or 
establishment of public nuisances.  

 
 The authority granted to the city council pursuant to this section shall be in 
addition to any other authority otherwise provided by this Code and applicable law.
