Background Information: 
The Minneapolis Public Health Advisory Committee to the Mayor and City Council is composed of 20 
members that are appointed to two-year terms.  Thirteen members are appointed by their elected official 
representing each ward; and one member is appointed by the Mayor.  The remaining 8 slots are open 
membership (including 3 Member-at-Large slots) which are reviewed and approved by the City Council. 
Vacancies remain in two at-large positions however applications have been processed and interviews are 
underway.  
 
Ms. Cunningham is appointed by Council Member Quincy to fulfill the vacancy created when Robert 
Burdick resigned mid-term.  Ms. Cunningham has a B.A. in Health Education and an M.A. in Leadership 
and Student Affairs.  Her professional background includes working as a health educator for 15 years on a 
college campus as well as for a community non-profit.  She is also a board member of Fuller Park 
neighborhood.
