In determining the special assessments  costs are assessed to the benefited properties 

based on their land area for landscaping improvements and for prior operation and 

maintenance. The assessment rate for those properties North of 50th Street West is fifty 

percent the rate of the properties to the South of 50th Street West.  

  

The special assessments would be collected in their entirety on the 2014 real estate tax 

statements without interest charges.  Property owners will be sent a public hearing notice 

prior to the public hearing date. 

 

Public Works will continue to utilize the services of ABM Parking Services for provision of the 

operation and maintenance work.
