Background Information: 
The Minneapolis Public Health Advisory Committee to the Mayor and City Council is composed of 22 
members that are appointed to two-year terms.  Thirteen members are appointed by their elected official 
representing each ward; and one member is appointed by the Mayor.  The remaining 8 slots are open 
membership (including 3 Member-at-Large slots) which are reviewed and approved by the City Council. 
Member update: Vacancies remain for one at-large seat.  
 
The members of the Public Health Advisory Committee bring forth the name of Adrienne Morris to fill 
one of the currently vacant at-large seats.  Adrienne Morris has a passion for health, wellness, education 
and community.  She has expressed interest the areas of youth violence prevention, health programs for 
Minneapolis youth, and reducing the rates of health disparities.
