Background/Supporting Information

Recently, the City has waived existing conflicts of interest between the City and the Leonard, Street & Deinard law firm
(“Firm”) regarding its work as bond counsel for the City for the issuance of conduit bonds for multi-family housing revenue
conduit financing for the HRB West Broadway Curve Project. The Firm has also been selected by a conduit borrower to
act as bond counsel for City issued revenue bonds for the Cameron Building, LP (Shafer Richardson) Project (together,
the “Bond Counsel Projects”). Because the Firm is otherwise qualified to act as bond counsel we recommend that the
Firm be authorized to represent the City in the conduit bond issuance regarding the Cameron Building, LP Project.

In addition to the Bond Counsel Projects, the City Attorney's Office desires to engage the Firm to represent the City of
Minneapolis in connection with the Ryan Companies Inc.’s development proposal for the Downtown East Project. That







project is described in the Request for City Council Action dated July 9, 2013. In order to retain the Firm for the
Downtown East Project, it is also necessary to grant a conflict of interest waiver as to the Firm’s continued representation
of its other clients in existing adverse matters. In addition, the Firm asked for an advance conflict of interest waiver
regarding the Firm’s ongoing representation of Canadian Pacific Railway and its affiliates (“CP Rail’) in future routine
matters adverse to the City. For purposes of this waiver, future routine matters is defined to include (i) regulatory, land.
use, ficensing, environmental, condemnation and tax protests; and (ii) other civil matters, including civil litigation which are
(A) similar to past matters in which CP Rail was adverse to the City and was represented by the Firm and (B) unrelated to
‘the City matters in which it would provide representation. While the Firm's representations are distinct and unrelated to
either the instant conduit bond issuance for the Cameron Building project or the Downtown’ East Project, the City
Attorney's Office has determined that it is appropriate to bring the conflict of interest waiver to the City Council and
recommends granting the requested waiver to the Firm in connection with the following matters:
