Background Information: 
The Minneapolis Public Health Advisory Committee to the Mayor and City Council is composed of 20 
members that are appointed to two-year terms.  Thirteen members are appointed by their elected official 
representing each ward; and one member is appointed by the Mayor.  The remaining 6 slots are open 
membership (including 3 Member-at-Large slots) which are reviewed and approved by the City Council. 
Member update: With these appointments the committee is at full membership.   
 
The members of the Public Health Advisory Committee bring forth the name of Tamara Ward to fill a 
currently vacant at large seat.  Ms. Ward lives in Ward 5 and was a member of the Hennepin County 
Mental Health Advisory Board.  She is most interested in encouraging people to be full participants in 
their neighborhoods, communities, and city.   
 
Sarah Dutton is replacing Julie Young-Burns, the previous representative from the Minneapolis Public 
Schools – Health Related Services, who resigned in August 2013.  Ms. Dutton is a Program Assistant for 
the Active Recess program in the Minneapolis Public Schools Healthy Kids Focused Students program.    
Ms. Dutton’s skills, experience, and focus on the positive effects of nutrition and physical activity on 
student behavior and academics will benefit the discussions and activities of the PHAC.
