IPR Northeast, LLC performed cleaning and cured-in-place lining of a 16" cast iron pipe that
serves as a drain line from the Columbia Heights Membrane Plant. The work for this project
has been completed. During the work, additional labor, material, and other associated costs
were identified as resulting from differing subsurface site conditions. These costs included
installation and maintenance of wellpoint dewatering system, stabilization of loose and
saturated subsurface soils, and removal of existing concrete encasement surrounding the
pipe at two locations where concrete encasement was not indicated by record drawings.
