As part of state SHIP funded efforts to reduce chronic disease and increase access to 
opportunities for healthy eating, physical activity, and living free from commercial tobacco, the 
Department issued the Community-Driven Solutions for Health Request for Proposals.  Based on 
community input, the funding program provides greater flexibility and more technical assistance 
so agencies can engage community members in a process to identify and implement strategies 
that meet their needs. After a thorough review process, the Department has selected two 
organizations, Pillsbury United Communities and Cultural Wellness Center:  

• Pillsbury United Communities will engage youth and multi-generational households to 
address the issue of 2nd hand smoke in the home in North Minneapolis.  

• Cultural Wellness Center will use a youth-driven approach to create change and address 
high consumption of sugary drinks in their South Minneapolis community.
