Important information:

· There is no cost to City employees if employees present their City medical insurance card from Medica (or photo copy of the front of the card), or proof of coverage under other insurance plans accepted by MVNA (listed below).  Medica covers the full cost of the flu shot or Flu Mist without deductibles or co-pays.  

· Without an insurance card the on-site fee for the shot is $29 and $35 for the Flu Mist (checks payable to Minnesota Visiting Nurse Agency). 
· Tdap vaccine will also be available for those needing their one-time vaccination to add pertussis/whooping cough protection.  Most adults have likely had only Td (tetanus and diphtheria) vaccination (which continues to be recommended every 10 years). There is no minimum interval for teens and adults to wait between their last Td and Tdap vaccination. Without an insurance card the vaccine costs $60.
· MVNA will bill the individual for any denied insurance claims, or deductibles and co-pays for non-City plans, up to the full price of the vaccination.  
· A picture ID (e.g. Driver’s License or Employee ID Badge) is required. 
· There are no reservations needed; first come, first served for these times and dates.

· Please wear clothing that allows easy access to your upper arm.  

· The employee will need to sign a consent form before receiving the vaccination.  Forms will be available at each flu shot clinic that are specific to that clinic.
· Family members may receive flu shots if they are covered under the employee’s City health insurance or other accepted insurances, and they are at least three years old.  Children between six months and two years must be seen by their primary provider, or may be scheduled at the MVNA office (www.mvna.org).
· MVNA will not give seasonal flu shots to those who have contra-indications (see the vaccine information sheets for each vaccine).
