Resolution 98R-309, giving preliminary
approval to the issuance of revenue bonds to a
project on behalf of Seed Academy and
Harvest Preparatory School to finance the
costs thereof under Minnesota Statutes,
Sections 469.152-469.165, as amended,
establishing the date for a public hearing with
regard to the issuance of such revenue bonds,
authorizing the publication of notice of such
public hearing, and establishing compliance
with certain reimbursement regulations under
the Internal Revenue Code, was passed
August 28, 1998 by the City Council and
approved September 3, 1998 by the Mayor. A
complete copy of this resolution is available for
public inspection in the office of the City Clerk.

The following is the complete text of the
unpublished summarized resolution.

RESOLUTION 98R-309
By Niland

Giving preliminary approval to the
issuance of revenue bonds to a project on
behalf of Seed Academy and Harvest
Preparatory School to finance the costs
thereof under Minnesota Statutes, Sections
469.152-469.165, as amended, establishing
the date for a public hearing with regard to
the issuance of such revenue bonds,
authorizing the publication of notice of such
public hearing, and establishing compliance
with certain reimbursement regulations
under the Internal Revenue Code.
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Section 1. Recitals

1.01. Minnesota Statutes, Section
469.152-469.165, as amended (the “Act”), was
enacted to facilitate the active promotion,
attraction, encouragement, and development of
economically sound industry and commerce
through governmental action for the purpose of
preventing the emergence of blighted and
marginal lands and areas of chronic
unemployment. The Act was also enacted to
reduce the cost of borrowing by local
governments for public purposes.

1.02. Pursuant to the Act, the City of
Minneapolis, Minnesota (the “City”), is
authorized to issue revenue bonds to finance,
in whole or in part, the cost of the acquisition,
construction, reconstruction, improvement,
betterment, or extension of projects. The term
“project” is defined in the Act to include any
properties, real or personal, used or useful in
connection with a revenue producing
enterprise, or any combination of two or more
such enterprises engaged in any business.
The City is authorized by the Act to loan the
proceeds derived from the sale of such
revenue bonds to any person under the terms
of a revenue agreement, to provide for
repayment of the loan on such dates and in
such amounts sufficient to pay the principal of
and interest on the revenue bonds when due,
and to secure the revenue bonds with such
other security deemed appropriate. Under the
terms of the Act, the revenue bonds so issued
by the City are special, limited obligations of
the City and do not constitute or give rise to a
pecuniary liability of the City or a charge
against the general credit or the taxing powers
of the City.

1.03. Seed Academy and Harvest
Preparatory School, a Minnesota nonprofit
corporation (the “Corporation”), has proposed
that the City issue its revenue bonds pursuant
to the Act (the “Bonds”), in an aggregate
principal amount not to exceed $5,000,000, and
loan the proceeds derived from the sale of the
Bonds to the Corporation to finance the costs of
the expansion and rehabilitation of an
educational facility owned and operated by the
Corporation at 1300 Olson Memorial Highway
within the City (the “Project”).

Section 2. Findings

The City Council of the City hereby finds
that the Project furthers the purposes stated in
Section 469.152 of the Act. The City Council of

the City further finds that the Project is a
“project” within the meaning of Section
469.153, subd. 2 (b), of the Act.

Section 3. Preliminary Approval

The City Council of the City hereby
preliminarily approves the Project and the
issuance of the Bonds in the approximate
aggregate principal amount of $5,000,000 to
finance all or a portion of the costs of the
Project. This preliminary approval is subject to
final authorization of the issuance of the Bonds
by the City Council of the City.

Section 4. Public Notice and Public Hearing

4.01. As a condition to the issuance of the
Bonds, Section 469.154 of the Act and Section
147(f) of the Internal Revenue Code of 1986,
as amended (the “Code"), impose the
requirement that the City conduct a public
hearing on the proposal to undertake and
finance the Project. Pursuant to such
requirement, a public hearing was held before
the Community Development Committee of this
City Council on Monday, August 17, 1997, at or
after 5:30 p.m., in Room 319 of City Hall in the
City of Minneapolis, Minnesota. All persons
who appeared at the hearing were granted an
opportunity to express their views with respect
to the proposal to undertake and finance the
project.

4.02. As required by the provisions of
Section 469.154 of the Act and Section 147(f)
of the Code, notice of the public hearing held
on August 17, 1998, was published in Finance
& Commerce, the official newspaper of the City
and a newspaper of general circulation in the
City, on Saturday, August 1, 1998 (seventeen
days prior to the date of the public hearing).
The notice stated the time and place for the
public hearing and included: (i) a general,
functional description of the type and use of the
facilities to be financed and the general nature
of the Project; (ii) the maximum aggregate
principal face amount of obligations to be
issued with respect to the Project; (iii) the initial
owner, operator, or manager of the Project; and
(iv) the location of the Project.

Section 5. Reimbursement of Costs Under
the Code

5.01. The United States Department of the
Treasury has promulgated final regulations
governing the use of the proceeds of tax-
exempt bonds, all or a portion of which are to
be used to reimburse the City, or a borrower
from the City, for project expenditures paid
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prior to the date of issuance of such bonds.
Those regulations, Treasury Regulations,
Section 1.150-2 (the “Regulations”), require
that the City adopt a statement of official intent
to reimburse an original expenditure not later
than sixty days after payment of the original
expenditure. The Regulations also generally
require that the bonds be issued and that the
reimbursement allocation made from the
proceeds of the bonds occur within eighteen
months after the later of: (i) the date the
expenditure is paid; or (ii) the date the project is
placed in service or abandoned, but in no event
more than three years after the date the
expenditure is paid. The Regulations generally
permit reimbursement of capital expenditures
and costs of issuance of the bonds.

5.02. The City reasonably expects to
reimburse the Corporation for the expenditures
made for costs of the Project from the proceeds
of the Bonds in an estimated maximum
aggregate principal amount not exceeding
$5,000,000 after the date of payment of all or a
portion of the costs of the Project. All
reimbursed expenditures will be capital
expenditures, costs of issuance of the Bonds,
or other expenditures eligible for
reimbursement under Section 1.150-2(d)(3) of
the Regulations and also qualifying
expenditures under the Act. Based on
representations by the Corporation, no
expenditures for the Project have been made
by the Corporation more than sixty days before
the date of adoption of this resolution other
than: (i) expenditures to be paid or reimbursed
from sources other than the Bonds; (ii)
expenditures permitted to be reimbursed under
prior regulations pursuant to the transitional
provision contained in Section 1.150-
2(3)(2)(1)(B) of the Regulations; (iii)
expenditures constituting preliminary
expenditures within the meaning of Section
1.150-2(f)(2) of the Regulations; or (iv)
expenditures in a “de minimus” amount (as
defined in Section 1.150-2(f)(1) of the
Regulations). Based on representations by the
Corporation, as of the date hereof, there are no
funds of the Corporation reserved, allocated on
a long-term basis, or otherwise set aside (or
reasonably expected to be reserved, allocated
on a long-term basis, or otherwise set aside) to
provide permanent financing for the
expenditures related to the Project to be
financed from proceeds of the Bonds, other

than pursuant to the issuance of the Bonds.
This resolution, therefore, is determined to be
consistent with the budgetary and financial
circumstances of the Corporation as they exist
or are reasonably foreseeable on the date
hereof.

Section 6. Costs

The Corporation will pay, or upon demand
reimburse the City for the payment of, any and
all costs incurred or paid by the City with
respect to the Project and the Bonds, whether
or not the Bonds are issued or the Project is
financed with the proceeds of the Bonds.

Section 7. Conditional Commitment

The adoption of this resolution does not
constitute a guarantee or firm commitment that
the City will issue the Bonds. If, at any time
prior to the issuance of the Bonds, it appears to
the City Council that the issuance of the Bonds
or the financing of the Project is not in the
interests of the City, or is inconsistent with the
purposes of the Act, the City Council may
decline to provide final authorization for the
issuance of the Bonds. The City also retains
the right, in its sole discretion, to withdraw from
participation and accordingly not issue the
Bonds should the City Council, at any time prior
to the issuance thereof, determine that it is in
the best interests of the City not to issue the
Bonds or should the parties to the transaction
be unable to reach agreement as to the terms
and conditions of any of the documents for the
transaction.

Section 8. Effective Date

This resolution shall become effective upon
its adoption, approval, and publication.

RESOLUTION 98R-310
By Cherryhomes

Authorizing the issuance and sale of
Health Care Revenue Bonds, Series 1998A
of the City, and the execution of documents
on behalf of Children’s Hospitals and
Clinics.

Whereas, this Council has received a
proposal from Children’s Health Care, a
Minnesota nonprofit corporation doing business
as Children’s Hospitals and Clinics
(“Children’s™), that the City of Minneapolis (the
“City”) finance all or a portion of the cost of a
proposed project under Minnesota Statutes,
Sections 469.152 through 469.165 (the “Act”),
consisting of (i) the construction and
improvement of facilities of Children’s located
at Children’s-Minneapolis, 2525 Chicago
Avenue and the surrounding campus in the
City, including the construction of an addition to
Children’s parking ramp, and the acquisition
and installation of items of equipment in
Children’s-Minneapolis and (ii) the acquisition
and installation of items of computer hardware
and other equipment in a building leased by
Children’s located at 2910 Centre Point Drive in
the City of Roseville, Minnesota (the “Project”);
and

Whereas, at a public hearing, duly noticed
and held on July 20, 1998, in accordance with
the Act and Section 147(f) of the Internal
Revenue Code of 1986, as amended, on the
proposal to undertake and finance the Project,
all parties who appeared at the hearing were
given an opportunity to express their views with
respect to the proposal to undertake and
finance the Project, and interested persons
were given the opportunity to submit written
comments to the City Clerk before the time of
the hearing; and

Whereas, this Council hereby finds that the
issuance and sale of up to $21,000,000
aggregate principal amount of the City’s Health
Care Revenue Bonds (Children’s Hospitals and
Clinics), Series 1998A (the “Bonds”) to finance
all or a portion of the cost of the Project is in
the best interest of the City and the City hereby
determines to issue and sell such Bonds; and

Whereas, the Bonds will be issued by the
City under the authority contained in the Act
and in an Agreement (the “Intergovernmental
Agreement”), to be entered between the City
and the City of Roseville, Minnesota (the “City
of Roseville™), a copy of which has been
presented to the Council at this meeting and
which has been reviewed to the extent deemed
necessary, pursuant to which the City of
Roseville will authorize the City to issue the
Bonds on behalf of the City of Roseville to
finance the portion of the Project located in the
City of Roseville; and
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Whereas, the proceeds of the Bonds will be
lent (the “Loan”) by the City to Children’s, in
order to finance all or a portion of the cost of
the Project and pay certain costs of issuance of
the Bonds; and

Whereas, pursuant to a Loan Agreement
(the “Loan Agreement”), to be entered into
between the City and Children’s, a copy of
which has been presented to the Council at this
meeting and which has been reviewed to the
extent deemed necessary, Children’s will issue
to the City its Note (the “Note”). The Note will
be issued under the Master Trust Indenture
(the “Master Indenture”), dated as of
September 1, 1995, between Children’s and
U.S. Bank Trust National Association, as
trustee (the “Master Trustee”), as
supplemented and amended by Supplemental
Indenture No. 2 (“Supplemental Indenture No.
2") to be entered into between Children’s and
the Master Trustee. Under the Note, Children’s
will unconditionally agree to repay the Loan
made by the City under the Loan Agreement in
specified amounts and at specified times
sufficient to make the necessary payments of
principal of, premium, if any, and interest on the
Bonds, when due. In addition, the Loan
Agreement contains provisions relating to the
payment by Children’s of the fee of the City
related to the Bonds and of administrative costs
of the Bond Trustee (as hereinafter defined),
indemnification, insurance and other
agreements and covenants which are required
by the Act or which are permitted by the Act
and which the City and Children’s deem
necessary or desirable for the sale of the
Bonds; and

Whereas, pursuant to a Bond Trust
Indenture (the “Bond Indenture”) to be entered
into between the City and U.S. Bank Trust
National Association, as Trustee (the “Bond
Trustee”), a copy of which has been presented
to the Council at this meeting and which has
been reviewed to the extent deemed
necessary, the City assigns and pledges all of
its right, title and interest in the Loan
Agreement (other than the right of the City for
indemnification and administrative expenses),
the Note, the Master Indenture and the
Supplemental Indenture to the Bond Trustee.

In addition, the Bond Indenture, among other
things, sets the interest rates, maturity dates
and redemption provisions for the Bonds,
establishes the various funds and accounts for

the deposit and transfer of money and contains
other provisions which are required by the Act
or which are permitted by the Act and which the
City and Children’s deem necessary or
desirable in connection with the sale of the
Bonds; and

Whereas, the Bonds will be special limited
obligations of the City payable solely from
amounts payable by Children’s under the Note,
other than to the extent payable from the
proceeds of the Bonds. The Bonds shall not be
payable from or charged upon any funds other
than the revenue pledged to the payment
thereof, nor shall the City be subject to any
liability thereon. No holder or holders of any
Bond shall ever have the right to compel any
exercise of the taxing power of the City to pay
any such Bond or the interest thereon, nor to
enforce payment thereof against any property
of the City except the Note. The Bonds shall
not constitute a debt of the City within the
meaning of any charter, constitutional or
statutory limitation; and

Whereas, the Bonds will be purchased
from the City by Piper Jaffray Inc. (the
“Underwriter”) pursuant to a Purchase Contract
(the “Bond Purchase Agreement”) between the
City, Children’s and the Underwriter, a copy of
which has been presented to the Council at this
meeting and which has been reviewed to the
extent deemed necessary; and

Whereas, a draft of a Preliminary Official
Statement, related to the Bonds, has been
presented to the Council at this meeting and
has been reviewed to the extent deemed
necessary. The Preliminary Official Statement
will be distributed by the Underwriter to
potential purchasers of the Bonds;

Now, Therefore, Be It Resolved by The City
Council of The City of Minneapolis:

That in order to provide for the financing of
all or a portion of the costs of the Project, the
City hereby authorizes the issuance of the
Bonds as revenue bonds under the Act, to be
designated “City of Minneapolis, Minnesota,
Health Care Revenue Bonds (Children’s
Hospitals and Clinics), Series 1998A” in the
aggregate principal amount of up to
$21,000,000. The Mayor, the City Clerk and
the City Finance Officer are hereby authorized
to approve the purchase price to be paid by the
Underwriter for the Bonds, provided that the
purchase price equals or exceeds 98% of the
principal amount of the Bonds less any portion
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of such principal amount which represents
original issue discount; the principal amount of
the Bonds, provided that such principal amount
is not in excess of $21,000,000; the maturity
schedule of the Bonds, provided that the Bonds
mature at any time or times in such amount or
amounts not exceeding 30 years from the date
of issuance thereof; the provisions for
prepayment and redemption of the Bonds prior
to their stated maturity; and the interest rates of
the Bonds, provided that no interest rate
exceeds 7.00% per annum. Such approval
shall be conclusively evidenced by the
execution of the Bond Purchase Agreement as
provided herein.

Be It Further Resolved that each Bond
shall be executed on behalf of the City by the
manual or facsimile signatures of the Mayor,
the City Clerk and City Finance Officer, and its
corporate seal (which may be in facsimile) shall
be thereunto affixed, imprinted or engraved.
The Bond Trustee is hereby designated as
authenticating agent pursuant to Minnesota
Statutes, Section 475.55. If any of the officers
who shall have signed or sealed any of the
Bonds shall cease to be such officers of the
City before the Bonds so signed and sealed
shall have been actually authenticated by the
Trustee or delivered by the City, such Bonds
nevertheless may be authenticated, issued and
delivered with the same force and effect as
though the person or persons who signed or
sealed such Bonds had not ceased to be such
officer or officers of the City.

Be It Further Resolved that the
Intergovernmental Agreement, Bond Indenture
and the Loan Agreement are hereby made a
part of this Resolution as fully as though set
forth in full herein and are hereby approved in
the form submitted to this meeting, and the
Mayor, City Clerk and City Finance Officer are
hereby authorized and directed to execute,
acknowledge and deliver the Issuer Consent
Agreement, Bond Indenture and the Loan
Agreement on behalf of the City with such
changes, insertions and omissions therein as
do not change the substance of the Issuer
Consent Agreement, Bond Indenture or Loan
Agreement and as may be approved by the
Mayor, City Clerk and City Finance Officer,
such approval to be evidenced conclusively by
their execution of the Intergovernmental
Agreement, the Bond Indenture and the Loan
Agreement.

Be It Further Resolved that the City hereby
consents to the distribution by the Underwriters
to potential purchasers of the Bonds of a
Preliminary Official Statement in substantially
the form submitted to the Council at this
meeting, and the distribution by the
Underwriters of an official statement by the
Underwriters to purchasers of the Bonds in
substantially the form of the Preliminary Official
Statement. The City has not and will not
participate in the preparation of the Preliminary
Official Statement and has made no
independent investigation with respect to the
information contained therein or in the
appendices thereto, and the City assumes no
responsibility for the sufficiency, accuracy or
completeness of such information.

Be It Further Resolved that the Bond
Purchase Agreement is hereby made a part of
this Resolution as fully as though set forth in
full herein and is hereby approved in the form
submitted to this meeting and, upon the
determination of the terms of the Bonds (within
the limit set forth herein) and the execution of
the Bond Purchase Agreement by Children’s
and the Underwriter with the Mayor, City Clerk
and City Finance Officer are hereby authorized
and directed to execute the Bond Purchase
Agreement on behalf of the City, with such
further changes, insertions or omissions therein
as do not change the substance of the Bond
Purchase Agreement and as may be approved
by the Mayor, City Clerk and City Finance
Officer, such approval to be evidenced
conclusively by their execution of the Bond
Purchase Agreement.

Be It Further Resolved that the Mayor, the
City Clerk, the City Finance Officer and all
other officers of the City are hereby authorized
and directed to execute and deliver all other
documents which may be required under the
terms of the Issuer Consent Agreement, Bond
Indenture, the Loan Agreement or the Bond
Purchase Agreement, including, but not limited
to, any Letter of Representatives to The
Depository Trust Company, the securities
depository for the Bonds, and to take such
other action as may be required or appropriate
for the performance of the duties imposed
thereby or to carry out the purposes thereof.
