Background: 
 
Property is a 2 story commercial building comprising a base square footage of 7,119. There are a total of 
21, 357 square feet. This building was built in 1924 and is divided into 5 commercial spaces. 
The structure sustained a significant fire in January of 2004 that destroyed the roof, 2nd and first floors, 
and sustained heavy smoke and water damage to the remainder of the building. This structure has 
remained in a state that has been exposed to the elements since the fire. It was condemned in December of 
2004 for being boarded. 
 
Status:  
 
The buildings first floor doors are boarded but the interior can be observed thru the windows showing 
trash, animals and fire debris thru out. The second floor walls appear to be held in place by a steel cable 
strung between the east and west walls. 
 
Since the fire there have been orders written on four different inspections based on complaints for graffiti 
and rubbish. There is currently $863.00 in pending assessments.  
 
The taxes are delinquent for 2004 totaling $15,825.68. The taxes for 2005 taxes are also due for an 
additional $8289.64 for a total taxes owed to county of 24,115.32 
 
Estimated market value is $386,000.00 
  
On May 26th of 2005 we sent our standard letter to the owners requiring them to respond by June 24th, 
2005. The purpose of that letter was to give the owners the option under Chapter 249 to rehab and re-
occupy, sell, demolish the structure voluntarily, or donate the property. This is consistent with all letters 
we send to owners that are on the 249 list when we are taking an action to PS&RS committee. There was 
a site plan application applied f or and the owners have met with planning staff. As a result of those 
meetings, staff sent a returned letter to TNT of a notice for an incomplete application. There are 12 items 
identified that need to be addressed in addition to the 5 variances being requested by the applicant. 
 
Recommendation: The Inspection Department and CPED both recommend the property to be 
demolished.
