In September 2004, the City of Minneapolis received $3,000,000 from the US Department of Housing and
Urban Development to perform lead hazard reduction in 300 dwelling units occupied by children in the
East and Mid-Town Phillips neighborhoods. The position of Principal Risk Assessor was included in the
grant work plan. It was intended that the person filling the position would perform select lead risk
assessment activities, perform lead clearance inspections, write specifications for work to be performed,
evaluate properties enrolling in the program, assist with scheduling of properties and other related duties.
We are now entering the production phase of the project. Enrollments and lead hazard reduction work
have increased over 50% from last year. There is a pressing need to complete our compliment of staff in
order to process the increased volume of work. We are requesting that the city establish a grant-funded
position for Principal Risk Assessor.
