The Capital Long-Range Improvement Committee (CLIC) is an appointed citizen 
advisory group tasked with evaluating and rating capital project submittals for the City’s 
Five-Year Capital Improvements Program.   The process concludes each year with the 
issuance of the CLIC Report which serves as a recommendation to the Mayor and City 
Council of what projects are being recommended for funding in the five-year plan.
