Background/Supporting Information

On September 14, 20086, the Empowerment Zone Governance Board recommended approval of the proposal
request from Pillsbury United Communities (PUC) for utilization of the $350,000 allocated to the renovation of
the Hubbard Building at 1101 West Broadway as part of the EZ's 2003 Commercial Corridor RFP. PUC is
one of three members of a partnership awarded the development rights by the City Council.

Previous Directives

On October 10, 2003, the City Council authorized the EZ to appropriate $350,000 for the renovation of the
Hubbard Building (1101 West Broadway) and enter into a contract with the developer (Phil Greenberg). The
previous developer abandoned the project, and in 2005, CPED reissued an RFP for the renovation of the
property. The Governance Board agreed to analyze the awarded proposal to determine if the proposed
redevelopment and use was consistent with the original proposal and consider award of the allocated funding.
