The Minneapolis Police Department respectfully requests that the proper officials be
authorized to execute the Minnesota Department of Public Safety — Division of Emergency
Response Commission a grant award no-cost amendment to a current contract and a new
grant award contract $38,000 for FY2004-2005. The Police Department requests an
amendment to increase the general appropriation resolution for 2003 by the amount of
$38,000. The grant award will operate through the state grant fund, 0600-400-C005,
Revenue Source 3215.

Background/Supporting Information

On February 14, 2003 the city accepted $82,357 from the Minnesota Department of Public Safety
— Emergency Response Commission. Commission to provide bomb disposal services to other
jurisdictions within the state as needed and to be reimbursed for these services at a rate of $150
per hour. Funding also supports staff training and purchase of equipment. An amendment to this
grant contract provides a no-cost extension to the grant period to June 30, 2004 to permit time to
expend all grant funds.

The Police Department also requests permission to enter into a new Joint Powers Agreement with
the Minnesota Department of Public Safety — Emergency Response Commission to provide bomb
disposal services under the same terms for one year between July 1, 2004 and June 30, 2005.
