
How do I register to vote?
• Register before Election Day at government 

offi ces or libraries up to 20 days before the elec-
tion. Forms in large format English and additional 
languages are on the Web.

• Register on Election Day with state-approved 
ID – see list on the Web. Allow extra time at 
the polls.

Can I vote before Election Day?
Vote absentee before Election Day either in person 
or by mail. Find out how and print an application at our 
Web site or call our offi ce.

Where do I vote?
Use the Voter Precinct Finder on the Web to fi nd the 
address and a photo of your polling location, a map of 
your precinct and a sample ballot.

What if I need help on Election Day?
• Need extra help because of a disability? Voters un-

able to enter a polling place may register and vote 
without leaving their vehicles. Find out how on the 
Web.

• Need help translating information? Voters may bring 
somebody to help or ask for help from the election 
judges.

How the Minneapolis elections work
City of Minneapolis elections are non-partisan. If more 
than two candidates fi le for an offi ce, there is a primary. 
The top two primary-vote getters for each offi ce run in the 
general election.

Who represents me 
until the new offi cials take offi ce?

Current elected City offi cials continue to represent 
the ward or park district from which they were elected 
through 2005.
