Subject:  Authorization to grant a twelve month extension of exclusive development 

rights to Alliance Housing Incorporated 
 
 
Recommendation:  It is recommended that the 12-month exclusive development rights on 
the CPED owned properties at 2600 and 2606 – 17th Ave. S granted to Alliance Housing 
Incorporated be extended for an additional 12 months, through December 2011, to finalize 
the implementation of a redevelopment plan on four residential parcels at 2600 – 2606 17th 
Avenue South. 
 
 
Previous Directives:  On December 8, 2009, the City Council granted exclusive 
development rights to Alliance Housing Incorporated for 12 months to formulate and begin 
implementation of a redevelopment plan on the residential parcels at 2600 – 2606 17th 
Avenue South.

Supporting Information 
Alliance Housing, Inc. (AHI) was created in 1991 by residents and staff at St. Stephen’s 
Shelter.  Their mission is to create, own and manage permanent affordable housing for low 
income and homeless single adults and families.  AHI originally purchased duplexes in South 
Minneapolis and rented to homeless singles and families at a very low rent. In all, they have 



purchased and rehabilitated 11 duplexes, an eight-plex, and a 27-unit rooming house, 
totaling 57 units and have constructed an additional 80 units (64 affordable units and 16 
market rate units).  Additionally, through a partnership with Aeon and RS Eden, a total of 
211 units (185 rehab and 26 new construction units) of supportive housing has been 
developed.  Currently, AHI is building 46 units on West Broadway in North Minneapolis using 
tax credit and deferred loan financing. AHI is also completing the purchase and rehab of 21 
units, mostly for families, 12 units under the auspices of the NSP1 program, all in North 
Minneapolis. 
 
In 1993, AHI purchased the duplex located at 2602-04 17th Avenue South and has 
successfully operated the property as housing for very low-income adults.  The City of 
Minneapolis owns an adjacent parcel to the south at 2606 – 17th Avenue South 
(approximately 30’ X 123’ = 3,690 square feet) and a parcel to the north at 2600 – 17th 
Avenue South (approximately 24’ X 123’ = 2,952 square feet).  In December 2009, the City 
approved exclusive development rights for these parcels to AHI to allow them to conduct 
planning for the development of the combined site.  The combined site will be 
approximately 101’ x 123’ = 12,423 square feet. 

AHI has developed a proposed project that will include 20 units of housing (19 studio 
apartments and one 1-bedroom apartment for the caretaker).  It is anticipated that the 
project will house people over age 50 that have been experiencing long term homelessness; 
more specifically, the target population may be homeless veterans. 
  
AHI has received initial funding of $750,000 for the project.  AHI needs to provide the 
funder with verification that AHI has site control.  AHI is working with the neighborhood and 
the Planning and Zoning department on issues related to this development.  Staff supports 
the request from AHI that the exclusive development rights granted in December of 2009 
are extended for another year to allow them to complete the planning process.
