Background: The applicant has petitioned to vacate the street easement that is located over the northern 
portion of the property.  In September of 2005 the City Planning Commission approved land use 
applications for the Lumen on Lagoon development which includes 44 dwelling units and approximately 
11,700 square feet of commercial space.  The development has been constructed and is now occupied. 
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VACATION (Vac1524) – All of Lot 2, and all that part of Lot 3 lying north of a line beginning at a 
point on the east line of said Lot 3 distant 12.68 feet North of the southeast corner thereof, thence West 
parallel to the south line of Lot 3 a distance of 62 feet, thence North parallel to the east line of Lot 3 a 
distance of 1.72 feet, thence West to a point on the west line of Lot 3 distant 14.8 feet North of the 
southwest corner thereof; all in Block 27, Windom’s Addition to Minneapolis, according to the plat of 
record, and Deed Doc. No 666634, dated June 27, 1961, of record at the Hennepin County Recorders 
office, Minneapolis, Minnesota. 
 
Development Plan: The site is occupied by a mixed-use building. 
 
Responses from Utilities and Affected Property Owners: No utilities and/or affected property owners 
have requested an easement. 
 
Findings: The Public Works Department and the Community Planning and Economic Development 
Department – Planning Division find that the area proposed for the vacation is not needed for any public 
purpose and it is not part of a public transportation corridor.
