Assistance to Firefighters Grants are awarded to fire departments to enhance their 
ability to protect the public and fire service personnel from fire and fire-related 
hazards.  The Fire Department’s grant application was for a total of $493,500.00 
to purchase personal protective gear.  The amount of the grant awarded is 
$394,800.00 leaving a balance of $98,700.00 for a local match.
