Proposed/Existing Use: The land contains a park, athletic fields, parking and a community center.

Concurrent Review:
Minor Subdivision: To allow the transfer of land from one parcel to another parcel.

Applicable Code Provisions: Chapter 598 Subdivisions.

Development Plan and Background: Historically the Minneapolis Park and Recreation Board
(MPRB) and the School Board have shared land and facilities and property at several locations. The two
boards now are organizing many of their sites to have the ownership of land match the location of their
facilities by a series of land exchanges and title transfers. The purpose of the subdivision is to transfer
approximately 40,300 sq. ft. of land that the School Board has improved on the Park Board property.
The land intended for transfer includes the bleachers and utility building for the Southwest High School
athletic field and will be transferred from the Park Board to the School Board. No changes to the
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facilities or operations are proposed.
Required Findings for a minor subdivision:

1. The subdivision is in conformance with the land subdivision regulations and the applicable
regulations of the zoning ordinance and policies of the comprehensive plan.

Both parcels will be in conformance with the requirements of the subdivision ordnance and zoning code.
The comprehensive plan designates this area as parkland.

2. The subdivision will not be injurious to the use and enjoyment of other property in the
immediate vicinity, nor be detrimental to present and potential surrounding land uses, nor add
substantially to congestion in the public streets.

The proposed subdivision will transfer property from the Park Board to the School Board. No new
development is proposed. This will not be out of character with the area and will not add congestion to
the public streets.

3. All land intended for building sites can be used safely without endangering the residents or
users of the subdivision and the surrounding area because of flooding, erosion, high water table,
severe soil conditions, improper drainage, steep slopes, rock formations, utility easements, or
other hazard.

The parking areas are existing and the site does not present the above noted hazards.

4. The lot arrangement is such that there will be no foreseeable difficulties, for reasons of
topography or other conditions, in securing building permits and in providing driveway access to
buildings on such lots from an approved street. Each lot created through subdivision is suitable in
its natural state for the proposed use with minimal alteration.

No change to the grading is proposed and access is existing.

5. The subdivision makes adequate provision for storm or surface water runoff, and temporary
and permanent erosion control in accordance with the rules, regulations and standards of the city
engineer and the requirements of these land subdivision regulations. To the extent practicable,
the amount of stormwater runoff from the site after development does not exceed the amount
occurring prior to development.

Existing utility and drainage provisions are adequate for the area.
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RECOMMENDATIONS:

Recommendation of the Community Planning and Economic Development Department —
Planning Division for the minor subdivision:

The Community Planning and Economic Development Department — Planning Division recommends
that the City Planning Commission adopt the above findings and approve the minor subdivision to
adjust the property boundaries between 3523 48" Street West and 4800 Abbott Avenue South in the R1
Single Family District.
