Amendments to Title 20 (Zoning Code), Title 22 (Subdivision Regulations), and Title 23 (Heritage Preservation Regulations)
Please see attached proposed ordinance amendments that the City Attorney’s Office will be bringing forward regarding the 2013 departmental reorganization between the Regulatory Services Department and the Community Planning and Economic Development Department (“CPED”), in which many of the former Regulatory Services’ business lines were transferred to CPED.  These amendments are part of a revision to the entire Code of Ordinances to reflect the appropriate departmental and personnel titles as a result of the reorganization.  The required public hearing for the amendments to the Zoning Code is scheduled for the September 30th City Planning Commission meeting.  After proceeding through the Planning Commission, these amendments will be joined with the proposed amendments to the rest of the Code of Ordinances for presentation to the City Council as a complete package.
The proposed amendment language is attached for reference and impacts the following chapters of the Zoning Code (Title 20):
· Chapter 520 relating to Introductory Provisions.

· Chapter 525 relating to Specific Development Standards.

· Chapter 543 relating to Office Residence Districts.
· Chapter 544 relating to Commercial Districts.
The amendments also impact the subdivision regulations in Chapter 598 (Title 22) and the heritage preservation regulations in Chapter 599 (Title 23).
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
