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Looking northeast along 2nd Avenue South in the Healy Block Historic District, 
locally designated for its association with master builder T.P. Healy in 1989  
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While limited evidence of 
1890s workmanship remains 

inside 2320 Colfax Avenue 
South, late twentieth century 

alterations dominate. 
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
