RIGHT OF ENTRY AGREEMENT


THIS AGREEMENT, made this ______ day of _______________, 20___, is by and between _________ ____________________, owner(s) (the “Grantor”), and the City of Minneapolis, a Minnesota municipal corporation (“City”).

WHEREAS, the Grantor is the fee owner of certain real estate located at the address of ______________________, _______________, Minnesota, and/or legally described as _____________________________________________ (the “Premises”); and


WHEREAS, the City desires to enter onto the Premises for the purpose of conducting soil and environmental tests, appraisals and other inspections or additional work as specified in Paragraph 7 below (the “Permitted Uses”).


NOW, THEREFORE, in consideration of the mutual promises of the parties contained herein, they agree as follows:

1.  Right of Entry.  The Grantor hereby authorizes the City or its assigns, agents or contractors to enter upon the Premises without charge between the period of ____________________ and _________________ (not to exceed thirty (30) days) for the Permitted Uses.  The City shall pay for the costs of all tests, appraisals and inspections of the Premises conducted by the City or its assigns, agents or contractors.  The results of such tests and inspections of the Premises shall be the property of the City and the City may make the results known to other persons or entities.

2.  Hold Harmless and Indemnification.  The City shall indemnify and hold Grantor harmless from claims, actions, damages and costs, including reasonable attorney’s fees, pertaining to personal injury and property damage caused by the negligence of the City or its agents or contractors in conducting the Permitted Uses.  Grantor expressly acknowledges that the City shall have no obligation to indemnify and hold Grantor harmless from any claims, actions or damages pertaining to soil, environmental or other conditions of the Premises.

3.  Scope of Right of Entry.  The grant of the right of entry to the City by Grantor shall not confer any estate, title or exclusive possessory rights in the Premises to the City or its assigns, agents or contractors.

4.  Notices.  All notices and demands required hereunder shall be in writing and shall be deemed given when personally delivered or sent by first class mail, addressed to the parties:

5.  Condition of Premises.  The City, at its sole expense, agrees to keep the Premises in neat, clean and safe condition, agrees not to make any improvements without the prior written approval of the Grantor, and agrees to restore the Premises to its original condition and replace any damaged improvements prior to return of the Premises to the Grantor.

6.  Assignment.  The City may assign its rights to use the Premises or any portion thereof to its contractors, subcontractors, vendors, employees or assigns solely for the Permitted Uses identified herein.
