
How it works

You take the emergency contraceptive pill after having unprotected sex, within the first 3 days (72 hours). 

It works to prevent pregnancy by stopping your ovaries from releasing an egg.
Emergency contraception is used in an emergency only, so it’s important that you have a regular method of birth control.  
Here are some examples of why you might use emergency contraception: 

· No birth control or condom was used
· A condom broke, slipped ,or came off
· You forgot to take several birth control pills
· You had unprotected sex within the first week after starting birth control
Emergency contraception is not effective if you had unprotected sex earlier in your cycle or if you are already pregnant.  


Effectiveness
· It is 95% effective if taken within 24 hours, and up to 89% effective if taken within 72 hours.  Effectiveness decreases with time.
· It is less effective for people with a body mass index over 25 (overweight), and may not work if the BMI is over 30 (obese).
Possible side effects
After using emergency contraception, your next period may be late.  You may also have spotting (light bleeding), nausea, abdominal pain, tiredness or a headache.
You will probably get your next period within a week of when it would normally come.  If you do not get a period within 3 weeks, see your health care provider.
Pregnancy and breastfeeding 

Emergency contraception should not be used for women who are already pregnant because it will not work.  It will not have any effect on a pregnancy already in place.
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Emergency contraception can be used by people who are breastfeeding.

Getting started
Take the pill as soon as possible after unprotected sex.  Avoid sex or use condoms or birth control until your next period.
Things to know
You are not protected from pregnancy if you have unprotected sex after using emergency contraception.
Emergency contraception is not as effective as other methods of birth control.

Other types of emergency contraception

Ella is a prescription pill that can be taken up to 5 days after unprotected sex.  Plan B or Next Choice are available over the counter at a drugstore.   
Paragard, the Copper T IUD, can also be inserted as long acting birth control and emergency contraception.  It is over 99% effective. 
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Birth control is a safe way
to prevent pregnancy.

The risks of any birth control are less than the risks of pregnancy.
You choose which method works best for you.

There are possible side effects with all birth control, just like any medication. 

Come back to the clinic if you experience

signs of pregnancy, change in vaginal discharge, abdominal or pelvic pain, possible exposure to an STI, painful sex, bleeding after sex, headaches, mood changes, or severe pain in your chest, abdomen, or legs.
