Thank you to all who participated in and attended the First Annual Community 
Connections Conference that was held on Saturday, February 11th at the St. Mary’s 
University Event Center! We have completed a Report to the Community 
summarizing the highlights of the conference, outcomes, evaluation data and next 
steps. A copy of this report is attached.  
 
The Community Connections Conference was a tremendous success. A total of 430 
people attended from across the City. The conference delivered the best value in 
professional development and opportunity to share experiences, expand collaborative 
networks, and began to redefine the vision for our neighborhoods. Attendees have 
described to colleagues, the value of the networking opportunities alone exceeded 
their expectations.  
 
The conference not only provided a new energy for neighborhood work, but brought 
together a host of new partnerships with City departments and other community 
organizations. Participants were given the opportunity to give their feedback both at 
the conference as well as by email shortly after the event. Overall, 90% of attendees 
rated the overall conference as good or excellent. 
 
In the Report to the Community, we identify outcomes and next steps. The conference 
was a significant step forward to find meaningful citywide interaction among 
neighborhoods that can provide the strategies and tools around equity, diversity and 
inclusion. The department will use the next steps to continue the work with our 
neighborhoods and our community partners in realizing our goal of Many People, One 
Minneapolis.
