About the NCEC:
[bookmark: _GoBack]Representatives of Minneapolis’ neighborhood and cultural communities sit on the NCEC and advise the Mayor and City Council on a wide range of community engagement issues.  The NCEC is responsible for developing guidelines for the City’s principal neighborhood funding program, the Community Participation Program.  The Commission also works to broaden participation on advisory boards and commissions, develops recommendations for improving the City’s public participation process, and reviews the business plan for the Neighborhood and Community Relations Department. 
Eight of the 16 NCEC commissioners are appointed through the open appointments process with the remaining members elected by Minneapolis neighborhood organizations.
Application Process and Timeline: 
To be chosen through the neighborhood selection process you must first fill out an application. 
Once the application deadline closes, the NCR department will create District voters guides. The voters guides list the names of the candidate and the answers to their questions from the application (no personal contact information is listed).
The voter’s guides are published online at for anyone to view. Then an election night is held where all districts who are up for re-election come together to vote for their candidates. 
· Friday, November 22nd:  Notify Neighborhoods, post applications to NCR Website and send applications to neighborhoods. 
· Friday, December 27th: Applications and names of electors due.
· Friday, January 3rd: Post Voter Guides online and send out to Neighborhoods in NCEC Districts 6 and 8.  
· Tuesday, January 14th: Election meeting (location TBD).

Time Commitment:
The estimated time commitment per month for regularly scheduled and other meetings is five to ten hours per month. 
NCEC meetings are held on the 4th Tuesday of every month from 5:00-7:00pm.
