· I am still hoping to have staff from the Park Board planning department  attend the next Access Committee meeting on March 5th.  We have identified two staff members who we want to come and meet with the committee, however, the 1st and 3rd Wednesdays of the month are Park Board of Commissioners meetings and planning staff regularly need do presentations at those Board meetings.  I hope to know by the end of this week if planning staff will be available on March 5th or if we need to possibly look at April as an option?
