1. Approval of November Committee Meeting Notes.  The committee approved the November committee meeting notes.

2. Announcements.  
· Anna Flintoft introduced Philip Ailiff and Amy Loegering.  They have been recommended by the City Council Transportation and Public Works Committee to fill the two vacant seats on the Committee, but their appointments need to be approved by the full City Council on 12/10/2010.  

· Anna Flintoft announced that there will be a public meeting on the draft East-West Transit Spine plan, which recommends improvements to bus stops on 7th and 8th streets downtown, on December 15 at the Central Library.
· Shaun Murphy distributed copies of the new Minneapolis bicycle map, which includes all of the pedestrian-only walkways in the city, as well as streets, trails, and hi-frequency bus routes.

3. 7th Street North Pedestrian Enhancements Project.  Shaun Murphy from Minneapolis Public Works presented the 7th Street North Pedestrian Enhancements Project.  The budget for the project is $145,000, and he distributed a prioritization ranking ballot for various potential improvements in the corridor, including poly-preform crosswalk markings, pedestrian countdown timers, pedestrian ramps, pedestrian refuge island improvements, and street lighting improvements.  Ballots have also been distributed to the North Loop neighborhood, the Heritage Park neighborhood, people who attended the walking tour, and the pedestrian listserve.  Tony Hull questioned why so much of the improvement options aret pedestrian countdown timers and pedestrian ramps, which are required to be implemented within a certain period of time anyway.  Shaun explained that these are some of the biggest immediate needs in the corridor.  Other comments included a suggestion to check Mn/DOT’s ADA transition plan for potential curb ramp improvements, a request for further information on crosswalk marking materials and striping patterns, and inclusion of accessible pedestrian signals in the list of options.  PAC members should send Shaun Murphy their ballots by December 16 if not returned to him at the meeting.
4. Work Zone Practices Update.  Jack Garland, Tony Hull, Neal Baxter, Dan Herber, Mary Jackson, and Anna Flintoft met with the city’s Traffic Division staff on 11/19/2010 to discuss potential improvements to the city’s work zone practices, consistent with Objective 5.4 of the Pedestrian Master Plan.  The next step is for Traffic Division staff to draft an outline of practices for providing pedestrian access through work zones, consistent with the Minnesota Manual on Uniform Traffic Control Devices and City Council adopted plans and goals.  
5. 2010 Committee Accomplishments & 2011 Planning.  Kelly Wilder led a discussion of 2010 accomplishments and 2011 planning.  2011 priorities discussed included pedestrian safety in work zones, accessibility/ADA issues, seeking the Walking Friendly Communities recognition, increasing diversity of the PAC, and implementing the Minneapolis Pedestrian Master Plan.  She will draft a one-page summary report to be distributed via email for Committee approval prior to distribution to the mayor and city council.  

6. Next Meeting, Next Field Walk, Potential Future Topics.  The next committee meeting will be January 5, 2011.  The committee plans to do a snow issues-oriented field walk on February 2, 2011.
