		How have your life, work and cultural experiences prepared you to be a neighborhood representative on NRP Policy Board?: I am forever grateful to have purchased an affordable home in NE MPLS back in 2014 for myself (22 at the time) and my daughter (3 at the time).  During the 9+ years I have lived here I have watched the neighborhood change from the affordable place it once was.  I am very interested in working towards finding and building solutions that best serve the needs of our community and make this a great, safe, and affordable place for everyone. 

I also work as the Program Manager for the Youth Independent Housing Program at the YMCA, Youth and Family Services.  I manage 6 grants, (5 FHPAP & 1 OEO) and a team of 5 that all help unsheltered young people 18-24 find housing. 

I've taken a number of trainings at the YMCA to help build my connection and understanding with various communities such as Regional Emerging Multicultural Leadership Experience (REMLE), Leading with Excellence and Equity (LEE), Minnesota Collation Against Sexual Assault training, YMCA Leadership training, Housing First, and many more.

I come from a start up background and worked for Smokeless Smoking 2013-2018(the first vape shop in MN) and Sleepy V's (aka Rebel Donut Bar) in NE MPLS in 2018.  After that I worked to open an affordable inclusive community creative studio called The Northeast Arts Commune from 2019-2022.  During my time working on TNAC we connected with many artists and businesses to learn what they needed for a creative space and fundraised over $5000 which was invested back into the business but most importantly the community.

I was able to work on TNAC thanks to funds from the Dislocated Worker Program after a lay off from Sleepy V's.  Forever grateful for the Dislocated Worker Program!  They provided a large stipend in education. 

I first became a mother at age 18 and spent quite a number of years struggling to provide stability for my family.  I recently became a mother for the second time at age 31. I grew up as the youngest of 5 children, the only girl with four older brothers. 

		2 How have you participated in your neighborhood organization: I had a small stint in the Logan Park Board of Directors, but sadly had end my participation due to a tough pregnancy. I have continued to support them by attending events and sharing resources they provide with our participants and connections at the YMCA.  I also adopt a drain. :)  Try to do what I can to help our neighborhood and community and would love to get plugged in more.

		3 Describe why you want to serve on the NRP Policy Board: I want to run for a district 1 seat or an at large seat.  I am interested in serving the community and continuing to build a connected and stable community.  I want to uplift community voice to the board and put the needs of those we are serving first.  I'd like to work with businesses and communities to continue to build the neighborhood that we need.  

		How do you plan to maintain a relationship with the neighborhoods you would represent, if elected?: I would attend various neighborhood meetings and events.  I would ensure I am on the proper list serv and have regular communication not only with the leaders of these groups but most importantly the communities they are serving.   I would continue to ask what needs are, to work together to come up with plans to implement them, and then monitor their results.  See what's working, what's not, and what adjustments we can make collaborative to reach our goals.  

		5 How do you plan to engage with underrepresented groups within your district if elected: I'd first like to learn what are the existing points of contact for various underrepresented groups and find out how I can get plugged in from there. I would connect with those point of contacts and ask what meetings I can please attend and who are the best folks I should get to know to learn more about their community and what their needs, wants and goals are.  I would continue to monitor results and stay plugged in to keep advocating for the needs of these groups.

		3 Describe why you want to serve on the NRP Policy Board: Simply put, I want to ensure that the city of Minneapolis does not rob Peter to pay Paul.  I want to help ensure that the funds distibuted to neighborhoods are not only done as equitably as possible, but are done so in an ethical manner as well. 		How have your life, work and cultural experiences prepared you to be a neighborhood representative on NRP Policy Board?: Back in the mid-90"s, my mother (who was very communally active) asked me to go "help organize" for an event in the Central neighborhood.  I did so only because I loved my mother, but to my surprise, I actualy loved doing it!  So I became active in my own right, and before long I recieved a call from the NRP with a request for a job interview.  As it turned out, my friends and neighbors had put forth my name, believing me to be a good candidate for a position.  So I did the interview, and shortly thereafter was offered the job as a Neighborhood Specialist.  Being in charge of six neighborhoods, I had the pleasure of interacting with people from various racial and socioeconomic backgrounds, and I consider it, still, to be one of the best places I have ever worked.    And, as I helped them prepare the plans which were later presented to the Policy Board, the seats at that table were limited for residents.  Now with the opportunity of greater representation of neigbohoods, I am hoping to fill one of them as your At-Large representative to ensure the voices and efforts of our city's residents are heard, valued, respected and implemented.    

		How do you plan to maintain a relationship with the neighborhoods you would represent, if elected?: We are in the second half of the NRP, and there are many individuals who are unaware of the history of NRP, and therefore, have unknowingly strayed, or been led, from its original intent.  Minneapolis created it to enhance the liveability of its residents, by introducing them to what is at stake in their own backyards, and engaging them in a process to make concrete and lasting change for the better.  It was not created to serve as a slush fund for council members or other governmental agencies and/or entities.  In this regard, I plan to visit as many neighborhoods as possible so I can learn who they are, what the residents represent to each other, and how they view their connection to the city as a whole.  This way, as I review their plans, the excuse of not understanding the WHY of it cannot be used.  I did not grow up priviledged by any means (and was the 13th out of 14 chidren), but I was blessed to have two parents that worked hard everyday, so we always had what we needed.  I also had what many would call "home training" and this piece of wisdom has stuck with me all my life.  "It is not enough to simply have a seat at the table, for when possible bring something to share." I will never come to the table empty-handed.
